Introduction:

In order for people to speak, read or write we
must communicate with one another using a
language, in a way that words are formed into
sentences, and sentences into paragraphs that
people understand. Therefore, we have rules of
grammar. | have created an English Language
instruction brochure; each paragraph of most
of the lessons translated to Hebrew.

Verb Structures: English has four verb

structures: Simple, Progressive (Continuous),

Perfect (Complete), and Passive. All these

structures may be used in the past, present and

future.

Simple Structure:

The subject of the sentence "creates the action”
in the sentence. In the Simple Structure we
don’t know when the action is performed on a
regular basis (all the time, every day).

Progressive (continuous) Structure: action is
described using two elements. First, the use of
the infinitive To Be (am, are, is, was, were,
will be). Second, a verb with an "ing" ending
(verb+ing). The subject is performing the verb
in regard to a continuous framework of time
(past, present, or future). The Hebrew
language has no progressive structure, and
does not express verbs happening at a specific
time.

Perfect (Complete) Structure: action is also
described uses two elements. First, the
infinitive; TO HAVE (have, had). Second, a
verb form called participle (V3), a form of past
tense. This structure describes a verb that was
performed at least once and may be continued.
The action of the verb is important, or
something done so many times that the subject
who performs it, feels that it is "perfect.” In the
Hebrew language the is no distinction as being
important or occurred repetitively.

Passive Structure: is also described using two
elements. The first: It uses the verb form To
Be like used with the progressive. Secondly,
the participle like used with the perfect. The
verb is performed by the object of the
sentence, not the subject. "Books are read."
We use a verb in the passive structure only
when it has a direct object to receive the
influence of the verb. We will study these
topics in our lessons.

The structure of the sentences
remains the same, only the verb "To be" changes in
time (the hands of the clock indicate past, present and
future. (see Lesson number 9)

Additional use of "To be" is with "going to":
planning: The first element of the sentence is "To
be." Preparing for performance of the verb described
in past, present, or future. Action indicated by the
verb, the phrase Going to (in place of "'will** in the
Simple) can be viewed as what we are planning in our
mind. Past: was going to. Present: am going to.
Future: (will be going to. (See Lesson number 8).

"To be" is also used with the Passive Structure
(participle V3). The action of the verb is performed on
the subject of the sentence.

V. Stative Verbs: the subject of the sentence expresses
thoughts, emotions, and relationships. Linking
verbs: connect with the subject by use of a noun.

A. Both Stative and Linking verbs describe mental
activity that has no physical dimension, and is not
measured in time.

B. Stative and Linking verb forms are used only in the
Simple Structure, not with the Progressive.

Cultural elements of the spoken
language such as vocabulary, style of speaking, intonation, and accentuation become
natural to the individual in his specific environment. Adults' efforts to acquire a second
language must follow the same patterns as instruction to the young student, but at each
level the learning has to be repeated frequently until it becomes habitual.
